6 messages from Zechariah chapters 1-6 

 
Christians often speak about the need for vision – as the Proverb states 
“Without vision the people perish” (Proverbs 29:18).  But what do we 
actually mean by “vision”?  Answers to this question tend to be shaped 
more by the business world or even the new age movement than by the word 
of God.   
 
Zechariah offers us something very different – he presents God’s people -
us - with his vision:  A vision of the coming Kingdom of God.  This is what 
Christians need today – especially those of us who have experienced the 
tears, pain and sorrow of this present age.  These messages are a call to 
God’s people to labour for Reformation and long for Revival.
